I ntroduction:

India’s central bank has some big concerns about the sustainability of the country’s
banking system. In its bi-annual Financial Stability Report (FSR) (pdf), released on June 30, the
Reserve Bank of India (RBI) warned that the sector is under severe stress, with mounting bad
loans and an increase in bank fraud, among other issues. All this, the RBI says, could drag down
India’'s economy. “Weak investment demand, partly emanating from the twin balance sheet
problem (aleveraged corporate sector alongside a stressed banking sector) is a major challenge,”
the report said. Here are the key problems plaguing India s banking sector, according to the RBI:
Bad loans

At nearly Rs10 lakh crore, India's pile of bad loans is bigger than the gross domestic
products of at least 137 countries. But so far, the RBI’s attempts to reduce Non-Performing
Assets (NPASs) in the banking sector have yielded little result. The share of gross NPAsin India
could inch up to 10.2% by March 2018, from 9.6% in March 2017, according to the FSR. In
September 2016, gross NPAs were at 9.2%. Currently, the worst-hit are the state-owned banks,
which dominate the Indian banking system. In March 2017, the average bad |oans of PSBs stood
at 75% of their net worth. These bad loans are squeezing banks profitability and capital
positions, threatening the health of some of India's biggest banks. In the report, the RBI
cautioned that the situation could get worse with any unforeseen stress in the economy.

Cyber threats

An estimated 95% of transactions in India are paid for in cash but with the growing
penetration of computers and smartphones, and increasing access to the internet, Indians are
taking to digital channels for their banking needs. Cybercrime is becoming a greater threat as a
result. The FSR labeled cyber-attacks as a high-risk zone for India s banking sector. The RBI
classifies bank fraud as transactions involving any cheating, negligence, misappropriation of
funds, or forged documents. “Not only simple attacks using phishing, vishing and socid
engineering, but also increasingly audacious attacks by organized gangs with or without backing
by state players have come to light,” the RBI said. The clamor to secure India’s banking system
increased following a massive data breach of 3.2 million debit and credit cards last year, one of
the biggest attacks in the country. Another red flag was the recent global ransom ware attack that
affected the computer systems of governments and several companies in various countries,
including India. The RBI recommended that banks invest in preventive software and frequently
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assess the risks at hand, not just for in-house operations but also for the external vendors that the
lenders employ.
Bank fraud

Another pressing concern for the banking regulator is the increased number of fraudulent
transactions at Indian banks. What’s adding to the concerns is that banks often seem reluctant to
report these cases. “Almost all corporate loan-related fraud cases get seasoned for two to three
years as NPAs before they are reported as fraud,” the RBI said in the report. In the last five
years, the volume of bank fraud has increased by 19.6% to 5,064 cases.

Lossesin Rural Branches:

Most of the rural branches are running at a loss because of high overheads and prevalence
of the barter system in most parts of rural India.
Large Over-Dues:

The small branches of commercial banks are now faced with a new prob-lem—a large
amount of overdue advances to farm-ers. The decision of the former National Front
Gov-ernment to waive al loans to farmers up to the value of Rs. 10,000 crores has added to the
plight of such banks.

Non-Performing Assets:

The commercial banks at present do not have any machinery to ensure that their loans
and advances are, in fact, going into productive use in the larger public in—terest. Due to a high
proportion of non-performing assets or outstanding due to banks from borrowers they are
incurring huge losses. Most of them are also unable to maintain capital adequacy ratio.
Advanceto Priority Sector:

As far as ad-vances to the priority sectors are concerned, the progress has been slow.
Thisis partly attributable to the fact that the bank officials from top to bot-tom could not accept
nationalization gracefully, viz., and diversion of a certain portion of resources to the top priority
and hitherto neglected sectors. This is also attributable to the poor and unsatis-factory loan
recovery rates from the agricultural and small sectors.

Competition from Non-Banking Financial Institution:

As far as deposit mobilization is con—cerned, commercial banks have been facing stiff
challenges from non-banking financial interme-diaries such as mutual funds, housing finance
cor-porations, leasing and investment companies. All these institutions compete closely with
commer-cial banks in attracting public deposits and offer higher rates of interest than are paid by
commer-cial banks.

Competition with Foreign Banks:

Foreign banks and the smaller private sector banks have registered higher increase in
deposits. One reason seems to be that non-nationalized banks offer better’s customer service.
This creates the impression that a diversion of deposits from the nationalized banks to other
banks has probably taken place.
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Gap between Promise and Performance:

One major weakness of the nationalized banking system in Indiais its failure to sustain
the desired credit pattern and fill in credit gaps in different sectors. Even though there has been a
reorientation of bank objectives, the bank staff has remained virtually static and the bank
procedures and prac—tices have continued to remain old and outmoded.

The post-nationalization period has seen a widen-ing gap between promise and
performance. The main reason seems to be the failure of the bank staff to appreciate the new
work philosophy and new social objectives. As Asha Kant has com—mented: “Area approach,
agricultural development branches, village adoption plans, etc., will be of little avail, if the grass-
root level staff is not im-bued with the motive and the vision of bringing about a silent revolution
in the countryside”.

Bureaucratization:

Another problem faced by the commercial banks is bureaucratization of the banking
system. This is indeed the result of nationalization. The smooth functioning of banks has been
hampered by red-tapes, long delays, lack of initiative and failure to take quick deci—-sions.
Political Pressures:

The smooth work-ing of nationalized banks has also been hampered by growing political
pressures from the Centre and the States. Nationalized banks often face lots of difficulties due to
various political pressures. Such pressures are created in the selection of personnel and grant of
loans to particular parties without considering their creditworthiness.

Organizations do not generally recognize the possibility of extending the notion of protecting
an organization's capital base to the world's natural and human resources.

Vi WHAT IS GLOBALIZATION?

Globalization is one of the mainly cited catchwords of our time and is used to describe a
process of social change on the macro level of societies. Giddens holds that with

globalization "the modes of connection between different social contexts or regions become
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networked across the earth's surface as a whole."
Vil PROMOTING FAIR TRADE

We should say a loud and clear no to free trade and yes to fair trade. Free trade in the
hands of neo-liberals has become a new form of slavery. To create a better environment for all
we have to discard this false philosophy, this preposterous free-market fundamentalism.
What has been described as 'global democratic capitalism' will ultimately fail to deliver its
promises, just as Marx's unrealistic concept of 'the end of history' (in which Communism
would triumph and conflict vanish) so spectacularly failed. Both forms of fundamentalism
result in tyranny. The countries that most fervently lecture others on free trade are the ones
with the highest tariffs and barriers to trade, which at the same time provide the biggest
subsidies for their own industries. If such double standards are not a witness to the
impossibility of free trade, what else could be?
IX NEW PARADIGM OF CSR FOR THE GLOBAL ECONOMY

Current theorizing in CSR is still dominated by an economic view of the firm and an
instrumental view of CSR projects. The stakeholder management approach and the widely
accepted attempt to justify CSR with an empirical argument that social performance
contributes to financial performance are common expressions of the underlying economic
rationality in contemporary CSR research. Seen from this perspective, a "business case" for
CSR is made, i.e., the engagement of business firms in social responsibility is considered
similar to an investment in any other product attributes such as quality, service, or reputation
that contribute to the profit-making of the firm. The behavior of the business firm is directed
towards profit-making and this is justified as long as the firm complies with the rules of the
game set by the state and defined by the morality of the circumscribing social community. It is
assumed that it is finally the "invisible hand" of the well functioning and well defined market
that directs economic behavior towards the common good. However, as we have seen, in a
globalized world the capacity of the state to regulate economic behavior and to set the
conditions for market exchange is in decline. We observe failures of the state apparatus of all
sorts (e.g., public goods in short supply, gaps in regulation, lack of enforcement, externalities

of market exchange without provisions from the state, etc.). In addition, due to the
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individualization and pluralization of values in social communities the moral standards for
business behaviour get fuzzy and lose their restrictive power. Under these conditions,
economic forces are set free without appropriate restrictions in legal or moral terms. As a
consequence, the sole emphasis on economic rationality will not contribute to public
welfare, but rather may worsen the situation. Therefore, we have to consider new forms of
political regulation above and beyond the nation-state in order to re-establish the political
order and circumscribe economic rationality by new means of democratic institutions and
procedures. And in fact with the intensified engagement of social movements and the
growing activities of international institutions a new form of transnational regulation is
emerging: global governance, the definition and implementation of standards of behavior
with global reach. There are not only public actors such as national governments and
international governmental institutions that contribute to this new world order, but also
private actors such as NGOs, civil society groups, and even business firms who play a key role.
On the global playing field, corporations have to be understood as economic and political
actors with the above described consequences for the conceptualization of CSR.
X CONCLUSION

Neither regulatory control alone nor interest group pressure is likely to force them to
move beyond compliance with legal requirements, unless they see sustainable development
activities as competitive advantages. Unless companies see the economic as well as social
value of sustainable practices and internalize those values in their business model, they are
unlikely to integrate proactive practices into their overall business strategies. And unless
the market responds more positively to corporate social responsibility and socially-
beneficial products and services, corporations cannot be expected to move more rapidly
toward innovative, integrated or transforming stages of corporate citizenship.
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The Shadow Lines. Recreating Partition Period
Prof. Dr. Gopal V. Vankar
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Amitav Ghosh has dealt with Indian history in many of his novels.

Being an Indian, he is well familiar with the history of India. He uses history to convey
his message by intermingling different themes with the history. Partition period of India
and Pakistan, Emergency period, assassination of Indira Gandhi and the riots which
followed are some of the examples of Indian historical events he has treated. Besides this
he uses history of Indiain British and Asian context.

In The Shadow Lines, Ghosh has very beautifully woven the fact and fiction in a
complex, absorbing the story that shows lives across nations and spans almost half a
century of recent Indian history. The reader looks at love and loyalty and examines the
guestions of fidelity and accountability, of tradition and modernity, of freedom and its
evanescent quality.

As the British Empire finished, and division through lines of Indian subcontinent,
thousands were exiled. The changes brought about in three generations of a Bengali
family spread up across three countries as a result of historical changes in the land is the
focus of this novel. It brings out the confusion and the trauma of the East Bengal
uprooted and lost after the dismembering of Bengal in 1947.

Ghosh in The Shadow Lines about partition and immigration explores man’'s
eternal quest for freedom. He clearly shows that it is not humanly possible to be totally
free. One can only attempt it. Though all the characters in the novel exhibit an urge to be
free, none of them is totally free in the end. Freedom therefore means a number of
competing discourses that cannot be mistaken for a single metaphysical state. The
narrator voices the impossibility of attaining complete freedom.

Ghosh finds the concept and meaning of the protagonist’s freedom and identity.
Political freedom was the most memorable event that happened in 1947 when India got
freedom. Equality and freedom were granted to al the citizens of this country,
irrespective of caste, creed or sex. By liberating themselves of the shackles of the British
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Empire, people thought, that they had achieved something prestigious, that the Empire
had denied them- the freedom of the Individual.

Besides the depiction of the significant characters, Ghosh presents the novel as a

perfect specimen of partition. It has the story woven around the narrator’s grandmother,
Tridib, Ila, May Price with the pendulum of memory swinging from past into present and
back into the past. Each and every character’s work and action leaves an imprint on the
mind of the other characters thereby helping the novel to grow and surpass the rigid
barrier of time, place and action. Memory works in the direction of family histories
reconstructed in search of meaning. The story of the novel compels the reader to feel and
perceive various delicate issues like partition, interpersonal relationships and religious
cult. The title of the novel stands for the partition which is, according to Tha mma,
useless issue. She says,
“But if there aren’t any trenches or anything, how are people to know? | mean where's
the difference then, and if there’s no difference both sides will be the same; it’ll be just
like it used to be before, when we used to catch atrain in Dhaka and get off in Calcutta
the next day without anybody stopping us. What was it all for then- partition and all the
killing and everything- if there isn’t something in between?” ' (The Shadow Lines,
P.151)

Thamma questions the need of a line between two countries. According to her

this illusive line has costed many lives and has added bitterness in the relation of two
countries and their citizens. She wonders why all these wars waged only for a shadowy
line. This partition has changed her identity. Describing the earlier condition she says,
‘There weren’t any forms or anything and anyway travelling was easy then. | could come
home to Dhaka whenever | wanted’? (The Shadow Lines, P.152). Partition changed the
whole condition,
“...it had suddenly occurred to her then that she would have to fill in *Dhaka’ as her place
of birth on that form, and that the prospect of this had worried her..... at that moment she
had not been able to quite understand how her place of birth had come to be so messily at
odds with her nationality.” * (The Shadow Lines, P.152)
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The political scenario described so vividly in The Shadow Lines runs parallel to
Khushwant Singh’s novel Train to Pakistan. The concept of freedom forms the focal
point of both the novels. In A Train to Pakistan, Hindus are ready to lay down their lives
to save the life of a Muslim priest, “Chacha, we'll not let anyone touch your hair”. The
same thoughts are spoken loudly in The shadow Lines where a Muslim is taking care of
Jethamosai and feels disturbed at the thought of his going away. As Dr. Anjan Kumar
say’s,

“Both the novels raise the question about the cost of freedom, in which one has to pay to

enjoy it. The peace disturbed in Mano Majra is the same as the peace disturbed in
Calcutta. The bloodshed found in a Train to Pakistan is the same as the bloodshed in the
Calcutta of The Shadow Lines. Both these novels speak about the pains and pangs of
partition.” ® (Anjan Kumar, P.72)

The novelist very beautifully presents before us the effect of border lines which he calls
shadow lines on the average people of the country. Such borders are merely externad
demarcations, otherwise no border can divide people from heart. Through his central
character Thamma, Ghosh expresses the view that if there is not such importance of border,

there should not be such violence & bloodshed.
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
